Gadjah Mada University in Yogyakarta, Indonesia has a social innovation/empowerment
program in which all students must participate. The students form groups of 10 to 20 students
from different faculties and go into a village to observe, plan and work with the villagers to improve
their quality of life. The students stay in the village for about 2 months, until the projects they
proposed are finished. Each student must plan 5 different projects to carry out while in the village.
Funding for the projects comes from local banks and businesses, the university and other sources.

12 Ehime University students joined this class. They came from the faculties of Agriculture (8),
Law and Letters (3) and Education (1) and were all undergraduate students. Prior to leaving Japan 3
study/preparation sessions were held to learn about Indonesian culture. The students were divided
into two groups and each group stayed in a separate village. UGM students had already been there
for 2 or 3 weeks and had started their KKN projects.

UGM student village projects

In one village they were helping the villagers to make methane gas from cow manure and use it for
cooking fuel. At the other village they taught the farmers how to test the pH level of the soil in
order to know what kind of fertilizer would be best. Other projects included a cooking contest
using healthy ingredients, a workshop for women's health and teaching children how to brush their
teeth.

EU students stayed with the UGM students in village housing. They observed the activities of
the UGM students and tried to participate as much as possible. Life in the village had many
challenges for our students. They learned to adapt to the food, toilets, to share a bedroom with
other students, to interact with villagers.

Problems

Language was the most serious problem. English was the common language and EU students tried
to use Indonesian with some success. But communication was too difficult for our students to
really understand about the projects of the UGM students, and therefore were not able to actively
participate. But the students did learn that they could communicate a great deal through gestures,
or playing games with the children, etc. At a basic level they were able to communicate.
Challenges for next year

Next year we plan to provide more background about Indonesia and the KKN program before going.



We need to provide language support in Japanese. The biggest challenge will be to find a way that
EU students can participate in the KKN projects.

Review

This class was quite successful. The students all said they had a very good learning experience.
One student reported that she was so impressed by the UGM students desire to help society that she
changed her major to one that will more directly help people. Other students have considered
studying abroad and one is planning to go to graduate school in Indonesia. It was also observed
the some students learned vital lessons just by having to live with a group and adjust to the group's
limitations and needs. It was an intense experience so the lessons were also intense.

This class was offered for the first time in the second term of the academic year of 2009 because
Ehime University is placing more emphasis on internationalization and communication skills are
very important when dealing with people from other countries. It was offered in English in order to
provide students with more opportunity to actually use English and it was felt that the content and
vocabulary used would not be too difficult to understand. The English ability level of the student
was not set but about 5 students dropped out after the first class because they could not understand.
Two international students joined the class, which made the class itself an intercultural exercise.
Emphasis was placed on the fundamental problems of communicating with people of different
cultural backgrounds. The students learned about deeper issues such as power distance, the
concept of time, high/low context communication, etc, which create more problems than whether
one eats rice or pasta. The style of the class used a great deal of discussion to that students could
learn from each other and work together to come up with solutions to communication problems.
For the final reports students chose between interviews with foreigners and an intercultural lesson
plan.
